ABSENCE FROM SCHOOL 
 
If your child is absent due to illness, please ring the absence line on 01344 898532 every day they are 
absent and leave a short message explaining the situation. To assist the school in keeping proper 
records of attendance, a note is required from parents addressed to the class teacher upon your childôs 
return to school. The note may be sent to school via the pupil, following the period of absence.  
 
School holiday dates are published well in advance and parents are asked to plan family breaks during 
these ample holiday periods, thus avoiding loss of teaching time during the term. 
 
SECURITY 
 
The front doors of the Junior School building are fitted with locks, which operate on closing. This denies 
access and improves security of the children. Parents and pupils arriving after the start of the day must 
access the building only via the main school doors and should report directly to the Junior School 
Secretary who will sign them in on the register.  
 
If your child is to be picked up by another family member or friend who is unknown to the school, then 
the school must be informed in writing. 
 
MEDICAL 
 

Parents of new pupils should inform the School Medical Officer, in writing, of any medical conditions 
their child may have. It is most important that the staff dealing with the children are fully aware of any 
problems and with such knowledge, can deal with any incidents in the correct manner. In addition, 
please take the opportunity to discuss such details with your childôs class teacher. 
 
Medication should not be sent into school unless absolutely necessary. In such cases the School 
Medical Officer should be informed via Sister in the Medical Centre. In the event of illness during the 
school day it is very important that parents leave a relevant contact number with the school. 
 
Parents wishing their child to be excused from PE/Games/Swimming on medical grounds should send 
in a note of explanation to the PE teacher. 
 
All boarding pupils come under the National Health Scheme and the School Medical Officer visits 
weekly.
